Collection of Yogesh’s questions (not edited by Ray) for the film tourney.
This woman’s unproduced screenplay about author Edith Nesbit is no doubt connected to the fact that she has starred in a 1968 miniseries, a 1970 film, and a 2000 made-for-TV movie all based on Nesbit’s novel The Railway Children. As a child, she was hand-picked by Walt Disney to appear in Ballerina and won an Emmy opposite Richard Harris in The Snow Goose, but she abandoned her wholesome image by appearing full frontal in Nicolas Roeg’s Walkabout. Her role as Tessa on the first series of MI-5 reunited her with Peter Firth, 25 years after they shared an explicit sex scene in Equus. FTP, name this star of An American Werewolf in London who may be best known as a character who refuses to die at the age of 30, Jessica 6 in Logan’s Run.

ANSWER: Jenny Agutter
In one of this man’s films, a police detective named Bobby Gold falls in with a radical Jewish group. A small-time hood is assigned to protect a shoe-shiner who agrees to take a murder rap for a Mafia don in his second film, which was co-written by Shel Silverstein. His directorial debut portrays a psychologist driven to murder after studying a gang of criminals. A Norwegian folk song supplied the title for his 1994 drama about a professor accused of sexual harassment, and a 1997 movie by him is named after a famous confidence game. Oscar-nominated for writing The Verdict and Wag the Dog, this is, FTP, what director of Spartan, The Winslow Boy, Redbelt, Heist, and State and Main who did NOT helm the film version of his play Glengarry Glen Ross?

ANSWER: David Mamet
The novel that later became the Nicole Kidman movie Dead Calm was the basis for The Deep. It’s All True, the subject of a 1993 documentary, weaved together three incredible-but-true stories from Latin America. Susan Strasberg played a thinly-veiled caricature of Pauline Kael in The Other Side of the Wind, which starred John Huston as a homosexual filmmaker nearing the end of his life and featured Joseph McBride, Henry Jaglom, and Peter Bogdanovich in supporting roles. Spanish exploitation-film director Jesus Franco released a bastardized version of Don Quixote in 1992. All of these are films started but never finished by, FTP, what famously unlucky filmmaker whose The Magnificent Ambersons was re-cut against his will?

ANSWER: Orson Welles (prompt on “The Deep” on early buzz)

According to the votes cast by 59 major critics in the 1999 Village Voice Film Poll, this was the best film of the 1990s. Set eight years before its release, it shows its protagonist doing aerobics to the music of Belinda Carlisle, fretting over the location of a couch, and having joyless sex with her husband. In one highly disturbing scene, The West Wing’s Janel Moloney plays a hairdresser who gives her a perm, causing her nose to bleed. Eventually Carol White is diagnosed with “multiple chemical sensitivity” and goes to Wrenwood, a desert facility which may or may not be the headquarters of a cult. Co-starring Xander Berkeley and Peter Friedman, this is, FTP, what 1995 Todd Haynes film with a harrowing lead performance by Julianne Moore?

ANSWER: Safe
His acting roles include the Master of Caius College in Chariots of Fire and the War Minister in Prisoner of Honor. Born in Bangalore, India, he authored a critical study of John Ford while also working as a filmmaker. He began with documentaries like a famous study of Covent Garden workers, Every Day Except Christmas, and entered features with a 1963 adaptation of David Storey’s novel about a rugby player, This Sporting Life. FTP, name this man who directed Bette Davis and Lillian Gish in The Whales of August and is best known for 3 films featuring Malcolm McDowell as Mick Travis: 1982’s Britannia Hospital, 1973’s O Lucky Man!, and 1968’s If….
ANSWER: Lindsay Anderson
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When the director of this film appeared on Jean Shepherd’s radio show in 1957 to promote Martin Ritt’s Edge of the City, he boasted that he could make an even better movie if given funds; to his surprise, listeners sent in $2,500, and so he decided to actually do it. Jonas Mekas famously praised the long-lost first version of this film, which was discovered in an attic in November 2003 after years of searching by Ray Carney. In one scene, “A Pretty Girl Is Like a Melody” is turned into “A Hot Chick Is Like an Ice Cream Cone.” Dealing with an interracial romance between Lelia and Tony and featuring an original jazz score by Charles Mingus, this is, FTP, what groundbreaking 1959 independent film, the first directed by John Cassavetes?

ANSWER: Shadows

The making of this film is the subject of a 2004 stage comedy by Canadian playwright Sherry MacDonald. The British Film Institute produced a 1979 remake starring comedian Max Wall; however, that version has several noises on the audio track, instead of just the sound of feet and the word “shh!” Beginning and ending with a giant close-up of an eye, its climax features the main character, known only as “O,” staring at a blank wall while sitting in a rocking chair and eventually falling asleep. Directed by Alan Schneider, it was the only film written by its Nobel Prize-winning scenarist, and Gilles Deleuze called it “the greatest Irish film.” Buster Keaton had one of his last starring roles in, FTP, what 1965 work with a screenplay by Samuel Beckett?

ANSWER: Film (do not accept “A Film” or “The Film”)

This woman grew up in Kent, in the south of England, which surprises many people who don’t know that she has a British accent. She won the Best Actress prize at the 2004 Cannes Film Festival for a performance in fluent French as a junkie and aspiring singer in Clean. A 2004 New York Times profile asked, “Why Isn’t [she] a Hollywood Star?” and – due to roles like a suicidal actress in Centre Stage, May in Police Story, and Chat in The Heroic Trio – labeled her “possibly the most famous woman in China.” In the West, she may be best known for appearing in a fetishistic leather catsuit on the poster for a 1996 film directed by her ex-husband Olivier Assayas. FTP, name this Hong Kong-born star of Hero and In the Mood for Love who played herself in Irma Vep.

ANSWER: Maggie Cheung (or Cheung Man-yuk or Zhang Man-yu)

This man won the prestigious Hawthornden Prize in 1962 for his novel The Sun Doctor. His first book, The Hiding Place, was adapted into the 1965 Alec Guinness comedy Situation Hopeless … But Not Serious. Maximilian Schell earned a 1975 Oscar nomination for the film version of his 1969 Tony-nominated drama about a Jewish man accused of being a Nazi war criminal, The Man in the Glass Booth. He was himself Oscar-nominated for playing Henry VIII in A Man for All Seasons; other acting roles include a Mossad agent in Black Sunday, a mob boss in The Sting, and a subway hijacker in The Taking of Pelham One Two Three. FTP, name this man who is today remembered chiefly for portraying Bond villain Red Grant in From Russia with Love and Captain Quint in Jaws.

ANSWER: Robert Shaw
This director shot the climax of one of his films during Super Bowl X at the Miami Orange Bowl. His career sank after the failure of 1969’s The Extraordinary Seaman, but he made a late-in-life comeback in television, winning four Emmys between 1994 and 1998. His amazing streak of early successes includes iconic ‘60s films about keeping art treasures from the Nazis, being rejuvenated as Rock Hudson, overthrowing the president, and looking after birds in prison. Originally tapped to direct Breakfast at Tiffany’s when it was a Marilyn Monroe vehicle, he worked with its screenwriter, George Axelrod, on his most famous film, about a Korean War veteran and his creepy Communist mother. FTP, name this Ronin director best known for the 1962 paranoid thriller The Manchurian Candidate.

ANSWER: John Frankenheimer
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Although this man’s autobiography Between Silk and Cyanide makes no mention of his movie career, he had many connections with cinema. His father was an owner of the famous bookshop at 84 Charing Cross Road, subject of the eponymous book, play, and movie. A poem he wrote was featured in Carve Her Name with Pride, a 1958 film about real-life British spy Violette Szabo, with whom he had worked closely during WW2. He provided the voice of the Devil in Martin Scorsese’s The Last Temptation of Christ, and he is best known for collaborating with one of Scorsese’s idols on the 1960 Carl Boehm-starring film that was the subject of the documentary A Very British Psycho. FTP, name this onetime cryptographer who scripted Michael Powell’s suspense thriller Peeping Tom.

ANSWER: Leo Marks
One member of this family earned a BAFTA nomination for starring in John Frankenheimer’s first film, The Young Stranger, before spending 11 years on a successful TV series. His father was one half of the Oscar-winning duo that wrote the 1939 film Wuthering Heights, as well as the play Twentieth Century and another play that spawned film versions directed by Lewis Milestone, Howard Hawks, and Billy Wilder. That father’s brother, an insurance executive, indirectly supported filmmakers like Charles Burnett and Errol Morris through an organization established with wife Catherine T. FTP, give the family name shared by the actor who played “Danno” on Hawaii Five-O, Ben Hecht’s collaborator on The Front Page, and the namesake of the foundation that gives “genius grants.”

ANSWER: MacArthur (prompt on “Hayes”)

This man portrayed a baseball-playing android on an episode of Mathnet. He sold Roger Corman the screenplays for Piranha and Alligator in order to finance his directorial debut, a film usually described as the inspiration for The Big Chill. In addition to directing 3 Bruce Springsteen videos and earning an Oscar nomination for a movie about a paralyzed soap-opera star, he has made films about the Gaelic myth of Selkies, a fugitive alien in Harlem, a bored housewife who falls in love with another woman, a historic massacre of coal miners, and the Black Sox scandal. FTP, name this independent filmmaker of The Return of the Secaucus 7, Matewan, Eight Men Out, and Lone Star.

ANSWER: John Sayles
The titular figure in this film states that “we must declare war on Rawhide and Bonanza.” Filmed at Chez Panisse and the UC Theater in Berkeley, California, it was directed by Les Blank, who later profiled the subject at greater length in Burden of Dreams, a film about the making of Fitzcarraldo. The backstory is that in order to encourage an aspiring filmmaker to finish his documentary about pet cemeteries, Gates of Heaven, the title figure pledged to perform the title action at its premiere. FTP, name this literally-named documentary in which the famously eccentric German director of Aguirre: The Wrath of God proves to Errol Morris what a good sport he is by consuming an item of clothing.

ANSWER: Werner Herzog Eats His Shoe
This man grew up in the only house designed by Frank Lloyd Wright in Alabama. In August 2007, shortly after Ingmar Bergman’s death, he published a highly controversial New York Times op-ed about Bergman’s oeuvre called “Scenes from an Overrated Career.” He edited Peter Bogdanovich’s book of interviews This Is Orson Welles, and he was a consultant on the restoration and re-edit of Touch of Evil, which is why that film was not included in the “Alternative 100” list he published in 1998 in response to the AFI 100. FTP, name this author of Discovering Orson Welles and Movie Wars: How Hollywood and the Media Limit What Movies We Can See, the recently-retired film critic for the Chicago Reader.

ANSWER: Jonathan Rosenbaum
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Raised a strict Calvinist, this man did not see a movie until the age of 16. He authored the first major article published in the West about the Japanese gangster film, as well as a famous critical study of “transcendental style” in the films of Ozu, Dreyer, and Bresson. He broke from his mentor, Pauline Kael, when he abandoned criticism and wrote what was at the time the most expensive screenplay ever sold, The Yakuza. His interest in Japan can also been seen in Mishima: A Life in Four Chapters, while John Ford’s The Searchers inspired both his own film Hardcore and his screenplay for a 1976 movie about a New York vigilante. FTP, name this director of Blue Collar, American Gigolo, Affliction, and Auto Focus who scripted Martin Scorsese’s Raging Bull and Taxi Driver.

ANSWER: Paul Schrader
Peter Boyle appears in this film as the owner of a shooting range. The director got Paramount to agree to reimburse the $800,000 budget by dubiously claiming that he was making a film about a boy raising pigeons. One scene, involving an extended pan around a kitchen, only makes sense when we realize that it is dramatizing the assassination of Robert Kennedy. More famously, the lead actress risked her life in order to obtain footage of her in a bright yellow dress in the midst of real-life riots. Ending with a sudden car crash followed by a slow zoom-in to its writer-producer-director-cinematographer, Haskell Wexler, this is, FTP, what 1969 semi-documentary film starring Robert Forster and Verna Bloom, about the turmoil at the 1968 Chicago Democratic National Convention?

ANSWER: Medium Cool
Darva Conger, of Who Wants to Marry a Multi-Millionaire? pseudo-fame, is the daughter of this movie’s female lead, Susan Harrison. The first Hollywood film of its Scottish director, who up to that point had been known only for the Ealing comedies The Ladykillers and The Man in the White Suit, it is remembered today for crackling dialogue like a line describing one character as a “cookie full of arsenic.” Based on a novel by Ernest Lehman and co-scripted by Clifford Odets, it features a fascinating antagonist modeled on powerful gossip columnist Walter Winchell. Sidney Falco breaks up the relationship between a jazz musician and the sister of J.J. Hunsecker in, FTP, what classic 1957 drama starring Tony Curtis and Burt Lancaster?

ANSWER: Sweet Smell of Success

Sitcom fans know this man as Stephanie Vanderkellen’s father on Newhart. In 1952, he won two Tony Awards: one for directing three plays, and one for Best Actor for The Shrike, which he later directed himself in a film version of. Although he was not French, all three of his Oscar nominations came for playing real-life Frenchmen, including Charles VII in Joan of Arc and Henri de Toulouse-Lautrec in Moulin Rouge. Other notable roles include Barney Greenwald in The Caine Mutiny and a sodomizing Turk in Lawrence of Arabia, but his only Oscar came for a character that he had already won a 1947 Tony for portraying in a play by Edmond Rostand. FTP, name this first Latino to win the Academy Award for Best Actor, the Puerto Rican star of 1950’s Cyrano de Bergerac.

ANSWER: José Ferrer
This woman played an imprisoned Nazi opposite Laurence Olivier in The Boys from Brazil. Winner of Tony Awards for The Country Girl and Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf?, she received racist death threats for her controversial performance as Desdemona opposite José Ferrer’s Iago and Paul Robeson’s Othello – done while she was wed to the former and having an affair with the latter. After marrying Herbert Berghof in 1957, she spent the rest of her life teaching at his HB Studio. In 1991’s A Challenge for the Actor, she backed away from the endorsement of “substitution” in her most famous book. FTP, name this legendary acting teacher and author of the still-used 1973 textbook Respect for Acting.

ANSWER: Uta Hagen
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This term derives from a series of cheap paperbacks printed by Mondadori publishing house beginning in 1929. Pioneered as a film genre by 1963’s The Girl Who Knew Too Much and 1964’s Blood and Black Lace, as well as the “animal trilogy” of The Bird with the Crystal Plumage, The Cat o’ Nine Tails, and Four Flies on Grey Velvet, it usually features American stars, luridly colorful cinematography, and a series of drawn-out murders – usually of scantily-dressed women – by a black-clad serial killer wearing leather gloves and brandishing a sharp instrument. FTP, name this culturally-specific genre associated with Mario Bava and Dario Argento that takes its name from the Italian word for “yellow.”

ANSWER: giallo
Her first major role was as all three love interests of the title character in Powell and Pressburger’s The Life and Death of Colonel Blimp. Incredibly, she never won the Best Actress Oscar despite six nominations, and so in 1994 the Academy gave her an Honorary Award labeling her “an artist of impeccable grace and beauty” who “stood for perfection, discipline and elegance.” She played a first-century Christian in Quo Vadis? and nuns in Black Narcissus, Casino Royale, and Heaven Knows, Mr. Allison, but she broke from her refined image with an Oscar-nominated performance as an adulterous Army wife who has a passionate beachside makeout session. FTP, name this star of An Affair to Remember, From Here to Eternity, and The King and I.

ANSWER: Deborah Kerr (née Deborah Kerr-Trimmer)

He played legendary Metropolitan Opera head Giulio Gatti-Casazza in the biopic Anna Pavlova and a character based on Joseph Losey in the blacklist drama Guilty by Suspicion. Other acting roles have seen him directed by Bertrand Tavernier, as a slick New York club owner in ‘Round Midnight; Akira Kurosawa, as Vincent Van Gogh in Dreams; Stephen Frears, as the narrator of The Grifters; and Robert Redford, as a marketing executive in Quiz Show. Recently heard as the voice of Sykes in Shark Tale, name, FTP, this man who cast himself appropriately as a director in The King of Comedy and perhaps less appropriately as a homicidal passenger in Taxi Driver.

ANSWER: Martin Scorsese
This man originated the role of Sgt. Trotter in the world’s longest-running play, Agatha Christie’s The Mousetrap. His performance in Satyajit Ray’s The Chess Players foreshadowed the subject matter of his most famous film. Debuting as a cowardly sailor in 1942’s In Which We Serve, he won back-to-back Golden Globes in the 1960s for The Sand Pebbles and Doctor Doolittle. After starring as a baby-faced gangster in Brighton Rock, a weak-willed kidnapper in Seance on a Wet Afternoon, and a POW in The Great Escape, he transitioned behind the camera with 1969’s Oh! What a Lovely War. Biopics of Winston Churchill, C.S. Lewis, Steve Biko, and Charlie Chaplin have all been directed by, FTP, what star of Miracle on 34th Street and Jurassic Park who won a 1982 Oscar for Gandhi?

ANSWER: Richard Attenborough

Three regulars from The Bob Newhart Show appear in this movie: Jack Riley, as a doctor; Peter Bonerz, as a man who commits suicide after accidentally killing his friend; and Newhart himself, as a nervous authority figure. Despite being the third film of a director who was Oscar-nominated for his previous two, it was outperformed critically and commercially by a similarly-themed Robert Altman movie released the same year. Buck Henry, who wrote the screenplay, plays a power-mad military officer, and Anthony Perkins was ironically cast as the most sane character, a philosophical chaplain. Co-starring Orson Welles, Martin Balsam, Martin Sheen, Jon Voight, and Art Garfunkel, this is, FTP, what 1970 Mike Nichols anti-war black comedy with Alan Arkin as John Yossarian?

ANSWER: Catch-22
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Ennio Morricone’s score for this film, featuring the song “Amapola,” was denied an Oscar nomination due to a clerical error. Producer Arnon Milchan, who cameos as a chauffeur who witnesses a rape, was unable to prevent its butchered US release, leading one critic to name it both the worst film of its year and the best film of its decade. Jennifer Connelly made her screen debut as the young Deborah. When Maxie hears that Prohibition is over, he reveals a grandiose plan to rob the Federal Reserve, leading to tragic consequences and, years later, an encounter with Secretary Bailey that may or may not be Noodles’ opium-induced dream. Ending with an ambiguous shot of Robert De Niro smiling, this is, FTP, what 1984 Sergio Leone epic about the rise and fall of Jewish gangsters?

ANSWER: Once Upon a Time in America
This woman guest-starred an artist who breaks up with Jerry and paints a portrait of Kramer on an episode of Seinfeld. She frequently works with indie directors like Tom Dicillo and Nicole Holofcener, but her two Oscar nominations have come for slightly more visible roles: a Pulitzer Prize-winning author in a serious biopic and an amoral lesbian in a cynical comedy. She plays real-life murderess Gertrude Baniszewski in what will almost certainly be the most disturbing film of 2008, An American Crime. FTP, name this co-star of Lovely & Amazing, The Interpreter, Capote, and Into the Wild who may be best known as Maxine in Being John Malkovich and Trish in The 40-Year-Old Virgin.

ANSWER: Catherine Keener
The plot of Agatha Christie’s The Mirror Crack’d was inspired by a true story about this actress: a fan with German measles snuck out of quarantine to give her a kiss, resulting in her daughter being born mentally retarded. Called by Darryl F. Zanuck “undeniably the most beautiful woman in movie history,” she received her lone Oscar nomination for portraying a psychopath who deliberately throws herself down a staircase to abort a pregnancy and coldly watches as her brother-in-law drowns. In another classic noir, she plays a dead woman who turns out to be not so dead after all. FTP, name this star of Heaven Can Wait, The Razor’s Edge, and Leave Her to Heaven who had title roles in The Ghost and Mrs. Muir and Laura.

ANSWER: Gene Tierney
A descendant of the woman whose life formed the basis for The King and I, this man was oddly cast as a Chicago gangster murdered in a bowling alley in Scarface. By the 1960s, he was reduced to appearing in AIP’s Bikini Beach and The Ghost in the Invisible Bikini, but he had one last triumph in Peter Bogdanovich’s Targets. A 1965 episode of Shindig saw him cover the Bobby Pickett novelty song he had inspired, and in 1966 he narrated an immortal Christmas special. Contrary to popular belief, he was not in the film version of Arsenic and Old Lace, though he is referenced several times in the script. FTP, name this portrayer of The Ghoul and The Mummy who is best known NOT as the title character in James Whale’s Frankenstein.

ANSWER: Boris Karloff (né William Henry Pratt)

This man had his name removed from Altered States after clashing with director Ken Russell. His scripts have earned Oscar nominations for Kim Stanley, as a Marilyn Monroe-like actress in The Goddess, and Carolyn Jones, as a philosophical nymphomaniac in The Bachelor Party. He won his second Academy Award for a film in which a doctor is jolted out of depression by an affair with a hippie chick – played by Diana Rigg – whose father is a serial killer, while his first was for adapting his own teleplay about a lonely Bronx butcher, and his third came for the film that popularized the phrase, “I’m as mad as hell and I’m not going to take this anymore!” FTP, name this nemesis of Vanessa Redgrave who scripted The Americanization of Emily, The Hospital, Marty, and Network.

ANSWER: Paddy Chayefsky (né Sidney Aaron Chayefski)
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The 1953 Jean Simmons film The Actress was based on this woman’s life. She entered movies in 1940, playing the lead character’s wife in both Dr. Ehrlich’s Magic Bullet and Abe Lincoln in Illinois. Her first Oscar-nominated performance was in 1965’s Inside Daisy Clover, but before that she was nominated for the screenplays of the George Cukor films A Double Life, Adam’s Rib, and Pat and Mike, all co-written with her husband Garson Kanin. After winning a 1968 Oscar for playing a sinister cult member, she earned a cult following of her own for her most famous role: a life-loving elderly woman who has a romantic relationship with a morbid teenage boy. FTP, name this star of Rosemary’s Baby and Harold and Maude.

ANSWER: Ruth Gordon (née Ruth Gordon Jones)

The last line of this film, delivered by Raymond Massey, is “I’m not askin’ for those pants … I’m just taking ‘em!” As the main characters travel from north to south, they encounter Laurence Olivier as a fur trapper with a hilariously awful French Canadian accent, Anton Walbrook as the leader of a Hutterite community, Leslie Howard as an effete professor, and the aforementioned Massey as a deserting GI, all of whom lecture them on why they are evil. Starring Eric Portman as Lieutenant Hirth, it features a score by Ralph Vaughan Williams and won an Oscar for the story by Emeric Pressburger. FTP, name this classic WW2 propaganda film about a group of Nazis trying to escape across the Canadian border into the US, directed by Michael Powell and named for a line of latitude.

ANSWER: 49th Parallel (or The Invaders) (do not accept “The 49th Parallel”)

This man first showed his talent for disguise by playing seven characters – including Napoleon, Franz Schubert, and a Black boxer – in Seven Faces. He received Oscar nominations three decades apart for both his last film role, as a Brooklyn doctor in The Last Angry Man, and his first, as a condemned man in The Valiant. One of his most famous movies ends with him being asked by his love interest, “How do you live?” and responding, “I steal!” Another film ends with him dead in a gutter beneath a sign reading “The World Is Yours.” Known for portraying real-life figures like Benito Juarez, Emile Zola, and, in an Oscar-winning performance, Louis Pasteur, this is, FTP, what star of The Good Earth, Scarface, and I Am a Fugitive from a Chain Gang?

ANSWER: Paul Muni (né Meshilem Meier Weisenfreund)

The first episode of the radio series Suspense in 1940 was based on the same Marie Belloc Lowndes novel as this movie, and was directed by the same man. Both the editor, who was also a famous film critic and table tennis player, and the star, who also appeared in a 1932 remake and was played by Jeremy Northam in Gosford Park, share the unusual first name “Ivor.” The main characters, Joe Chandler and Daisy Bunting, suspect that Jonathan Drew, who rents a room from Daisy’s parents, is actually “The Avenger,” a serial killer targeting young blondes. FTP, name this 1927 Jack the Ripper-inspired silent film, the first of many suspense thrillers directed by Alfred Hitchcock.

ANSWER: The Lodger: A Story of the London Fog
Like Puccini’s Madame Butterfly and The Girl of the Golden West, this film was based on a play by David Belasco. Jean Arthur has a small role as a telephone operator. One joke depends on the audience’s knowledge that Julian Eltinge is a man, and there are two painfully dated scenes in which the hero rejects women: one because she is Black and one because she is Jewish. A misunderstanding arises between Mary Jones and Jimmy Shannon on the same day that Jimmy learns that he must marry in order to get an inheritance; the resulting chain of events leads to him being chased through the streets by thousands of women in wedding gowns. FTP, name this 1925 silent comedy that climaxes with Buster Keaton dodging several giant boulders.

ANSWER: Seven Chances
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The founder of Yankee Racers, this individual is clearly a fan of the film Serpico. In a dual reference to Cassavetes and Charlie Brown, his father is a barber played by Seymour Cassel. When meeting his nemesis’ wife, he offers her a sandwich; this parallels an earlier scene in which a woman inquires of another character, “Do you want a carrot?” After getting drunk, he obnoxiously asks, “Oh, are they?” He daydreams of solving math problems but is oblivious to the fact that Rosemary Cross isn’t interested in him and Margaret Yang is. FTP, name this frenemy of Herman Blume, the protagonist played by Jason Schwartzman in Wes Anderson’s Rushmore.

ANSWER: Max Fischer (accept either first or last name)

Indira Gandhi was assassinated on her way to be interviewed by this man; he was close enough to hear the shots. Longtime president of the World Federalist Movement and author of novels like The Old Man and Mr. Smith and Krumnagel, he earned an Oscar nomination for the screenplay of Hot Millions, a DGA nomination for directing Billy Budd, and 2 Tony nominations for his play Romanoff and Juliet. His 3 Emmys include one for playing Socrates in Barefoot in Athens, and he won a Grammy for narrating Peter and the Wolf and a Golden Globe for portraying Nero in Quo Vadis? FTP, name this polymath whose 2 Oscars came as a member of a gang of thieves in Topkapi and a slavedriver in Spartacus, and who starred in Death on the Nile and Evil Under the Sun as Hercule Poirot.

ANSWER: Peter Ustinov
This man’s first acting role was as an admiral in Seven Days in May, and his last was in The Naked Gun, as a driving instructor who teaches a student how to give the finger. Until 1986, he could be heard proclaiming that Smith Barney “make[s] money the old-fashioned way. They EARN it.” Oscar-nominated for producing a bizarre film version of Julius Caesar starring Marlon Brando as Antony, he was depicted by Cary Elwes in Cradle Will Rock, which illustrated his efforts as co-founder of the Mercury Theatre. He turned to acting full-time in his 70s, promptly winning an Academy Award for his first substantial role. FTP, name this creative associate of Orson Welles best known for portraying Harvard law professor Charles Kingsfield in the movie and TV series The Paper Chase.

ANSWER: John Houseman (né Jacques Haussmann)

In this movie, Orson Bean plays a flashy young psychiatrist who talks about the concept of “irresistible impulse.” A warning to the audience not to laugh at the use of the word “panties” is given by McCarthy nemesis Joseph Welch (of “Have you no sense of decency?” fame). Based on a novel by Michigan Supreme Court Justice John Voelker, it features Oscar-nominated performances by Arthur O’Connell and George C. Scott, as well as a cameo by Duke Ellington, who composed the jazzy underscore that accompanies Saul Bass’ title sequence. Ben Gazzara plays a man accused of killing a bartender who may have assaulted his wife, played by Lee Remick. FTP, name this censorship-baiting 1959 Otto Preminger courtroom drama starring James Stewart as a wily defense attorney.

ANSWER: Anatomy of a Murder
This 1981 comedy spawned a misbegotten 1999 sequel that destroyed its director’s career. Christopher Higson plays a guy in a penguin suit who randomly wanders in and out of scenes. Right before the closing credits, Charlie, who had been totally silent throughout the movie, speaks up to reveal that the capital of Venezuela is misspelled. The actors who played the lead and a sidekick in the director’s previous film, That Sinking Feeling, switch places here. The title could refer to Susan, played by future pop star Clare Grogan, or to Dorothy, who replaces the main character as forward on his school’s soccer team, or it might even be the main character’s little sister. FTP, name this Scottish coming-of-age comedy directed by Bill Forsyth.

ANSWER: Gregory’s Girl
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In 2007, John de Mol announced plans to relaunch this company. Created in 1934, it took its name from the stage moniker of founder William Hinds. After a 1937 bankruptcy, in 1946 it was resurrected by James Carreras, son of Hinds’ business partner, and its first hit was 1955’s The Quatermass Xperiment. It ceased film production following a failed 1979 remake of Hitchcock’s The Lady Vanishes, though it subsequently made two TV series. Writer Jimmy Sangster and director Terence Fisher became associated with this company after they collaborated on 1957’s The Curse of Frankenstein, the first of many movies starring Peter Cushing and/or Christopher Lee that would make the reputation of, FTP, what British studio whose name is synonymous with gory yet stylish horror?

ANSWER: Hammer Film Productions

He’s not Agent 86, but this man does have an associate named Larrabee who is played by an actor from Get Smart. It has been theorized that his last name is a reference to Jesus and his middle initial symbolizes the emptiness at the center of his life. The title of the movie he appears in may be a reference to the airline on which he flies out of Chicago, or to the way he feigns madness at an art auction. The film’s final shot, a train entering a tunnel, indicates that he and Eve Kendall have gotten busy. FTP, name this man who is mistaken for George Kaplan and flees from a crop-dusting plane and across Mount Rushmore, the protagonist of Alfred Hitchcock’s North by Northwest.

ANSWER: Roger O. Thornhill (accept either first or last name)

A famous 1989 essay by this man called for a “historical poetics” of cinema. He and Noël Carroll were attacked by Slavoj Žižek for their rejection of “Grand Theories” and call for middle-level research in 1996’s Post-Theory: Reconstructing Film Studies. Author of auteur studies of Eisenstein, Ozu, and Dreyer, as well as the books Planet Hong Kong and Narration in the Fiction Film, he has recently become the spokesperson for “cognitive film theory,” which uses cognitive psychology to explain the effects of film. FTP, name this Jacques LeDoux Professor of Film Studies, Emeritus, at UW-Madison who co-authored the massively popular textbooks Film History: An Introduction and Film Art: An Introduction with his wife, Kristin Thompson.

ANSWER: David Bordwell
In his last appearance, it is revealed that this character has had plastic surgery and now looks exactly like Roger Moore. Alan Arkin portrayed him in 1968, and a 1993 film revealed that he fathered twin children, played by Nicoletta Braschi and Roberto Begnini, with former paramour Maria Gambrelli. In his first appearance, he ends up in jail after being framed by his unfaithful wife, the lover of Sir Charles Lytton. “Give me ten men like [him], and I could destroy the world!” is a claim made by his nemesis, Chief Inspector Dreyfus. FTP, name this crime-fighter who was a dependable source of income not only for his manservant Cato but also for United Artists, Blake Edwards, and portrayer Peter Sellers, in the Pink Panther film series.

ANSWER: Inspector Jacques Clouseau (do not accept “The Pink Panther”)

This man’s daughter Sarah, a famous cricketer, novelized his screenplay for the film Brimstone and Treacle, which, due to BBC censorship, was released 5 years before the broadcast of the television play it was based on. His final projects, Karaoke and Cold Lazarus, share many characters. Author of the screenplays Gorky Park and Dreamchild, he adapted both of his most famous works into Hollywood films: one into a 1981 musical featuring Christopher Walken as a dancing gangster, and the other into a 2004 autobiographical mystery story starring Robert Downey, Jr. FTP, name this British dramatist who had protagonists such as salesman Arthur Parker and novelist Philip E. Marlow lip-synch to popular music in Pennies from Heaven and The Singing Detective.

ANSWER: Dennis Potter
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Like Juno, the movie that beat it for an Academy Award, this film features The Velvet Underground’s “I’m Sticking With You” on its soundtrack, in this case over its closing credits. It begins in Sun City, Arizona, where an elderly man named Leonard smears feces on a wall. This necessitates calls to his son, a Bertolt Brecht scholar, and his daughter, an aspiring playwright, who are forced to put him in a nursing home. One of three movies written by a woman to earn a 2007 Best Original Screenplay Oscar nomination, this is, FTP, what Tamara Jenkins film starring Philip Bosco, Philip Seymour Hoffman, and an Oscar-nominated Laura Linney as the members of the title family?

ANSWER: The Savages
It is discovered by LSD-using scientist Warren Chapin. Its first victim is a mute woman, but after Dr. Chapin’s hot-but-bitchy wife releases it, it heads for an inexplicably packed screening of the 1921 silent film Tol’able David. Realizing what has happened, Chapin turns toward the camera and directly addresses the audience, shouting, “Scream … scream for your lives!” – at which point, courtesy of “Percepto,” filmgoers were supposed to feel a vibration from a tiny electrical buzzer wired to their seat (though few actually did). This monster that thrives on fear and can only be defeated by screaming loudly is the titular menace of, FTP, what gimmicky 1959 thriller, an early experiment in interactive cinema from schlockmeister William Castle?

ANSWER: The Tingler (or The Tingler)
The stars of this movie reunited with screenwriter Andrew Bergman for the last film directed by John Cassavetes, Big Trouble – but lightning did not strike twice. One main character agrees to do a seemingly innocent favor for the other, only to find himself being flown to “Tijada” on Wong Airlines, dodging sniper bullets by running in a “serpentine” pattern, and facing a firing squad commanded by an insane Latin American dictator who talks to a puppet drawn on his hand, played by Richard Libertini. That protagonist, mild-mannered dentist Sheldon Kornpett, eventually realizes that Vince Ricardo is actually with the CIA, and so they happily watch Sheldon’s daughter marry Vince’s son in, FTP, what wild 1979 comedy starring Alan Arkin and Peter Falk?

ANSWER: The In-Laws

Dick Powell, Jr., has a cameo as his father in this film, and legendary B-movie filmmaker William Castle plays a director. Reuniting the writer, producer, and director of Midnight Cowboy, it isn’t Don’t Look Now, but it does feature an enormously disturbing climax involving Donald Sutherland and a person of short stature. Burgess Meredith got an Oscar nomination as a salesman whose death is mocked by an androgynous child played by Jackie Earle Haley. That child also taunts Homer Simpson (no, not that one), who finally snaps and stomps him to death, only to be torn to shreds by a rioting crowd at a Hollywood premiere in, FTP, what 1975 film – also starring William Atherton and Karen Black as Tod Hackett and Faye Greener – based on a novel by Nathanael West?

ANSWER: The Day of the Locust
Das Boot’s Jürgen Prochnow cameos in this film in the nightmare of a character played by David Bowie. Beginning with Chet Desmond’s disappearance while investigating the murder of Teresa Banks, it climaxes with Ronette Pulaski escaping as another character meets a sad end. The title completes the lines, “Through the darkness of future past, the magician longs to see/One chants out between two worlds …” The director appears as FBI chief Gordon Cole, and Heather Graham returns to answer the question “How’s Annie?”, which was asked in the TV series’ final scene. Moira Kelly replaced Lara Flynn Boyle as Donna Hayward and Ray Wise and Sheryl Lee starred as Leland and Laura Palmer in, FTP, what 1993 David Lynch film, a prequel to Twin Peaks?

ANSWER: Twin Peaks: Fire Walk with Me (prompt on “Twin Peaks”)
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In a 2003 New York Times article, critic Michael Bronski compared the title character of this film to Jesus – adding, “I say that with great respect” – and Buddhism scholar Angela Zito said that the protagonist was a bodhisattva. Woodstock, Illinois, was the main filming location, standing in for a Pennsylvania town. Stephen Toblowsky plays insistent life insurance salesman Ned Ryerson, while Chris Elliott is Larry, the cameraman working with Phil Connors. Sonny and Cher’s “I Got You Babe” is a repeated motif in, FTP, what 1993 comedy in which Bill Murray plays a man caught in an endless time loop on February 2?

ANSWER: Groundhog Day
One location in this film is called “Escherstrasse,” no doubt a reference to the painter who inspired some of its art direction. Fulvio Mingozzi played a cab driver in both this movie and its sequel. It was the last film of Joan Bennett, who portrays the head of a sinister group operating out of a house that once belonged to Desiderius Erasmus in Freiburg, Germany. The heroine is told that “bad luck isn’t brought by broken mirrors, but by broken minds” – small comfort for the character who gets trapped in a pile of barbed wire, or the blind man who has his throat ripped out by his own seeing-eye dog. Ballerina Susy Banyon faces the “Mother of Sighs” and a coven of witches in, FTP, what 1977 Italian horror movie, the most famous work of Dario Argento?

ANSWER: Suspiria
A 1984 film of this name earned Sissy Spacek an Oscar nomination as the matriarch of a poor rural family desperately trying to save its farm. Hong Kong director Ann Hui plays herself in a 1997 film of this name that stars Lee Shang-keng as man who receives a hand job from his father and develops neck pain after playing a corpse in a movie; that film was directed by Tsai Ming-Liang. Another film of this name, featuring Claude Renoir’s stunning color cinematography, was based on a Rumer Godden novel and made in India in 1951 by Jean Renoir. The 1938 documentary of this name has a famous Virgil Thomson score and was directed by Pare Lorentz. FTP, the Holston, the Tamsui, the Ganga, and the Mississippi have all been filming sites for movies with what two-word title?

ANSWER: The River
In one role, this actress tells a man who is giving her oral sex, “Please be quiet. I’m trying to imagine you as someone attractive.” She took over that character from Sarah Michelle Gellar in Manchester Prep, the prequel to Cruel Intentions. She played another vamp, this one named “Marvel Ann,” in Psycho Beach Party, before changing her image with nice-girl roles in Catch Me If You Can and as the title character in an episode of The Office called “Hot Girl.” Quite possibly the first ex-Hooters waitress to be nominated for an Oscar, she made her screen debut as a ditzy beauty-pageant contestant in Drop Dead Gorgeous and played a pregnant naïf in 2005’s Junebug. This is, FTP, what star of Miss Pettigrew Lives for a Day, best known as Princess Giselle in Enchanted?

ANSWER: Amy Adams

The 1964 crime thriller Angoroj. The “Bison Troopers Marching Song” performed by the army of Shadaloo in the 1994 video-game adaptation Street Fighter. Loudspeaker announcements in the 1997 sci-fi film Gattaca. Shops in the Jewish ghetto in Charlie Chaplin’s The Great Dictator. The 1965 William Shatner-starring horror film Incubus. The common link between all these things is, FTP, what creation of L. L. Zamenhof, frequently used by filmmakers to suggest a slightly otherworldly atmosphere and originally intended to serve as a culturally neutral universal language?

ANSWER: Esperanto
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Last name’s the same. Penelope’s autobiographical novel about a woman forced to have an abortion was adapted into a 1964 film that earned Anne Bancroft an Oscar nomination. Her ex-husband John, a barrister known for winning the Sex Pistols the right to use the word “bollocks,” is most famous for creating a fictional character who works at 3 Equity Court and calls his wife “She Who Must Be Obeyed.” John’s daughter played characters dumped by Alec Baldwin on 30 Rock and Hugh Grant in Notting Hill and starred opposite a dreadlocked Samuel L. Jackson in The 51st State. FTP, give the shared family name of the author of The Pumpkin Eater, the creator of Rumpole of the Bailey, and Emily, the co-star of 2006’s The Pink Panther and 2005’s Match Point.

ANSWER: Mortimer
According to a book by Julie Salamon, 2nd unit director Eric Schwab was deprived of credit for a shot in this film, and Uma Thurman’s audition gave every man in the room an erection. Burton Kovitsky was almost cast as a character modeled on himself, but instead the role was given to first Alan Arkin and then Morgan Freeman. Kirsten Dunst appears as the protagonist’s daughter and Kim Cattrall earned a Razzie nomination as his wife, while F. Murray Abraham went uncredited as a DA and Bruce Willis was inexplicably cast as a journalist supposedly based on Christopher Hitchens. The Devil’s Candy details the many compromises that led to the embarrassing failure of, FTP, what 1990 Brian De Palma film starring Tom Hanks as “Master of the Universe” Sherman McCoy?

ANSWER: The Bonfire of the Vanities

A 2005 stage production based on this 1973 film starred Jim Broadbent and Rachael Stirling, the latter in a role originated by her mother. It begins with George Maxwell’s wife telling him to be careful on March 15; shortly thereafter, he is stabbed to death. Then Oliver Larding is drowned in a butt of wine, Solomon Psaltery is tricked into jealously murdering his wife, and Meredith Merridew is forced to eat his beloved poodles. All of these people are drama critics who made the mistake of panning the great Edward Lionheart; now, with the help of several meths drinkers and his daughter Edwina, played by Diana Rigg, he gets Elizabethan-style revenge on them in, FTP, what horror-comedy that sees several passages from Shakespeare performed by Vincent Price?

ANSWER: Theatre of Blood
A fantasy version of George V appears in this film to declare May 20 a holiday, and Baroness Rothschild plays a queen in the central sequence. When one character is asked why she is going to the river, she replies, “To make a hole in it!” Another character is envisioned marrying “a social-climbing heiress from New York” and never gets to complete a rhyme with the word “farce.” The main female character frequently protests, “I’m a good girl, I am!”, but it is her father who is obsessed with getting to church on time. Featuring an “Ascot Gavotte” and a “Hymn to Him,” this is, FTP, what 1964 Oscar-winning musical based on a George Bernard Shaw play about an arrogant linguistics professor and a Cockney flower girl?

ANSWER: My Fair Lady (do not accept “Pygmalion”)

According to a first-season episode of American Dad, this is Roger the alien’s favorite movie. It opens with a lecture about “friendship, character, [and] ethics,” and during the opening credits a fedora is blown around by the wind. Like Yojimbo, it borrows from Dashiell Hammett’s Red Harvest the plot of a lone wolf playing two violent gangs against one another; in this case, Leo O’Bannon is on one side and Johnny Caspar and “The Dane” are on the other. In one famous scene, the song “Danny Boy” accompanies a shootout, while in another the main character is asked to “look into [his] heart.” Featuring Sam Raimi, Steve Buscemi, and Frances McDormand in cameos and starring Marcia Gay Harden, Albert Finney, and Gabriel Byrne, this is, FTP, what 1990 Coen brothers gangster film?

ANSWER: Miller’s Crossing
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In this film, My Dinner with Andre’s Andre Gregory appears opposite Jesse “The Body” Ventura. A sidekick notes that the villain has “matched his meat” and tells the hero, “You really licked his ass!” Lenina learned how to kick men in the groin by watching “Jackie Chan movies,” but “fluid transfer” repulses her and a muttered oath earns her a half-credit fine for a “sotto voce violation of the Verbal Morality Statute.” Nigel Hawthorne plays Raymond Cocteau, who looses a band of CryoCons upon a futuristic society where seashells have replaced toilet paper and every restaurant is a Taco Bell. John Spartan faces Simon Phoenix in, FTP, what 1993 Brave New World-inspired sci-fi thriller starring Wesley Snipes, Sandra Bullock, and Sylvester Stallone?

ANSWER: Demolition Man
In this movie, the protagonist has no reaction to seeing The Bicycle Thief, whereas in the source novel he is disturbed by the lack of a happy ending. One key repeated phrase is “Keep it to yourself!”, while another, which becomes the last line of the movie, is “Traffic was a bitch.” After using a project called Habeas Corpus to sabotage his rival, the main character abandons Bonnie and lives happily ever after with the Icelandic girlfriend of the man he killed. Buck Henry can be heard pitching a sequel to The Graduate and Alan Rudolph describes a “psychic, political, thriller comedy with a heart” to Griffin Mill during the nearly 8-minute-long tracking shot that opens, FTP, what cameo-filled 1992 Robert Altman Hollywood satire starring Tim Robbins?

ANSWER: The Player
This man sarcastically pooh-poohed the notion that he had written the script for Good Will Hunting in his book Which Lie Did I Tell?, which was the sequel to a work in which he famously proclaimed that “Nobody knows anything,” Adventures in the Screen Trade. “Is it safe?” is a refrain in his novel about a graduate student tortured by a Nazi dentist, Marathon Man, which he adapted to film in 1976, the same year he won his second Oscar. Famous lines from his screenplays include “I can’t swim!” and “Follow the money,” but he is best known for a novel that states, “Life isn’t fair. It’s just fairer than death, that’s all.” FTP, name this Oscar winner for All the President’s Men and Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid, the author of the book and screenplay The Princess Bride.

ANSWER: William Goldman
This film’s writer and director reunited 3 years later for a movie about a man who thinks he’s Sherlock Holmes, They Might Be Giants. The actor who delivers the memorable complaint, “My God, if I went up in flames there’s not a living soul who’d pee on me to put the fire out!” did not act onscreen again for 13 years, when he re-emerged to play King Arthur in Excalibur. Featuring a famous retort about “pork in the treetops” and a gay couple played by Timothy Dalton and Anthony Hopkins – both making their film debuts – this is, FTP, what movie in which the lead actor reprises his role from Becket, a family drama set on Christmas Eve 1183 that won a 1968 Oscar for Katharine Hepburn as Eleanor of Aquitaine?

ANSWER: The Lion in Winter
9 months before Charlie Chaplin released The Great Dictator, this man was the first to bravely defy isolationists by giving a performance lampooning Adolf Hitler. 1940’s Hold That Lion! marked the only time he ever shared the screen with both of his famous brothers, while 1970’s Kook’s Tour was his last appearance as the character he had initiated in 1934’s Woman Haters. He made his screen debut as a fireman in 1930’s Soup to Nuts, alongside friend Ted Healy; other notable roles include a doctor in Men in Black, a garbage man in Hoi Polloi, a football player in Three Little Pigskins, and another fireman in It’s a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World. FTP, name this man who gave us hours of enjoyment with the help his brothers Shemp and Curly, as well as Larry Fine.

ANSWER: Moe Howard (né Harry Moses Horwitz) (prompt on “Howard,” as that was also his brothers’ last name)
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Patrick McGoohan has a small role in this film as an MP who pets a dog; that dog’s racially-insensitive name was excised from the US version. Like The Great Escape, it is based on a non-fiction book by Paul Brickhill, in this case about Operation Chastise. In the first half, Michael Redgrave plays inventor Barnes Wallis, who struggles to perfect a “bouncing bomb”; the second half sees Richard Todd as Wing Commander Guy Gibson lead his men on a dangerous mission over the Ruhr valley that requires dropping said bombs at exactly the right altitude. The targeting system he uses, two overlapping circles, was one of many things ripped off by George Lucas from, FTP, what classic 1955 British WW2 film that inspired the trench run sequence in Star Wars?

ANSWER: The Dam Busters

The name of Indiana Jones’ sidekick Short Round comes from a film directed by this man; another of his movies can be seen in a creepy doctor’s office in Minority Report. A reporter who checks in to a mental hospital for a story ends up insane for real in his Shock Corridor, while his interest in the Orient is reflected in works like The Crimson Kimono, China Gate, and House of Bamboo. He played a mobster in Wim Wenders’ The American Friend, and in Jean-Luc Godard’s Pierrot le fou he sums up cinema as a “battleground” with “love, hate, action, violence, and death. In one word: emotions.” FTP, name this Pickup on South Street director known for tough action dramas like The Steel Helmet and the WW2 classic The Big Red One.

ANSWER: Samuel Fuller
This movie was Carrie Snodgress’ return to acting, 8 years after she was Oscar-nominated for Diary of a Mad Housewife. The star of the director’s earlier film Phantom of the Paradise, William Finley, appears as a man who creepily spies on the main character and her friend while they are eating ice cream and wearing bikinis. Dennis Franz plays – what else? – a cop, and in one scene the protagonist makes a model train fly off the rails using just her mind. Another plotline deals with Peter Sandza’s quest for revenge against the one-armed man who kidnapped his son. Climaxing with a memorable final scene in which John Cassavetes is exploded by Amy Irving, this is, FTP, what 1978 Brian De Palma thriller starring Kirk Douglas?

ANSWER: The Fury
One character in this film quips, “We have an old saying in my country … and you’re full of it.” At the end, the villain leaves Morocco “in a diplomatic bag.” The first 20 minutes are a faithful adaptation of the short story it is based on, but it then diverges with scenes like a thrilling escape from East Germany on a cello case and a romantic interlude atop Vienna’s Riesenrad Ferris wheel. Climaxing with the apparent assassination of Leonid Pushkin and a battle between mujahideen and Afghani drug dealers, this is, FTP, what 1987 film, the first to star Timothy Dalton as James Bond?

ANSWER: The Living Daylights
This film opens with Matt Munro singing “On Days Like These” as Beckerman gets killed. Lyricist Don Black used a ton of Cockney slang in writing “Get a Bloomin’ Move On,” aka “The Self Preservation Society.” One character is named “Camp Freddie,” and in the last scene the protagonist has a “great idea,” but we never find out what it is. Ironically, this film is remembered today chiefly for the work of 2 non-Britishers, Quincy Jones and Rémy Julienne. Featuring a line voted by UK movie fans in 2003 the most memorable in cinema history – “You were only supposed to blow the bloody doors off!” – this is, FTP, what movie whose amazing car stunts started the Mini Cooper craze, a 1969 Turin-set heist classic starring Michael Caine?

ANSWER: The Italian Job
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The opening narration of this film asks, “If you can’t trust your friends, well, what then?” At the end, one character sits crying in a car with a suitcase full of paper while Andy Williams’ “Happy Heart” mocks her on the soundtrack. Leonard Maltin noted “stylistic ties” to Blood Simple, another movie depicting how hard it is to get rid of a body. Screenwriter John Hodge, who plays the assistant to a laconic police inspector investigating the protagonists, re-teamed with the director and one of the stars for 1996’s Trainspotting. The death of a flatmate leads three obnoxious yuppies to an unexpected windfall and thence to betrayal and murder in, FTP, what 1994 Scottish thriller starring Kerry Fox, Christopher Eccleston, and Ewan McGregor, the first feature film of Danny Boyle?

ANSWER: Shallow Grave
This man was godfather to Peter Collinson, who directed the last film he appeared in, and Daniel Massey, who got an Oscar nomination for playing him in 1968’s Star! His numerous acting credits include Paris – When It Sizzles, Bunny Lake Is Missing, and Boom!, and one famous role sees him shake hands with several men as their names are called. An early Best Picture Oscar winner, Cavalcade, was based on his work. He hired novice director David Lean for the WW2 propaganda film he won an honorary Oscar for producing, writing, co-directing, scoring, and starring in, In Which We Serve, and Lean’s 1945 classic Brief Encounter was adapted from his play Still Life. FTP, name this songwriter, novelist, memoirist, author, filmmaker, actor, spy, and dramatist of works like Private Lives.

ANSWER: Noel Coward

In one scene in this film, a doctor laconically describes a patient as a “dead paperhanger.” A reverend who shouts “YOU’RE ALL GOING TO DIE!!” is memorably played by Jack Hawkins. Like the producer-star, many cast members – including narrator Richard Burton – were Welsh, and one high point is when famed Welsh tenor Ivor Emmanuel sings the hymn “Men of Harlech.” Director Cy Endfield, an American, inadvertently cast an actor with a Cockney accent as an aristocratic military officer. Due to apartheid, many cast members, including Chief Mangosuthu Buthelezi, were not allowed to attend the premiere. Based on the events of the January 22, 1879 Battle of Rorke’s Drift, this is, FTP, what classic 1964 British war film starring Stanley Baker and Michael Caine?

ANSWER: Zulu
A 2006 student film made by the question author used this composer’s “Morning Passages,” from a soundtrack that also includes “The Poet Acts,” “Vanessa and the Changelings,” and “Why Does Someone Have to Die?” His most famous film score contains passages called “The Grid,” “Vessels,” “Cloudscape,” and “Pruitt Igoe.” He won a Golden Globe for The Truman Show, but was denied Oscar consideration because some of that music was recycled from a Godfrey Reggio film. Also known for working with Kronos Quartet on a new score for the 1931 film Dracula, this is, FTP, what Errol Morris collaborator whose 3 Oscar nominations have come for Notes on a Scandal, Kundun, and The Hours, and who is highly identified with the trilogy that includes Koyaanisqatsi?

ANSWER: Philip Glass
This man was born in Tahiti, son of the co-author of Mutiny on the Bounty. First Oscar-nominated for 1965’s Morituri, he formed Canyon Films with two USC classmates and became a cinematographer when he drew that job out of a hat. He is remembered today for innovations like filming night scenes in The Professionals at night and employing sepia tones and a freeze frame ending in Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid. Most famously, he shot a much-imitated scene in which Robert Blake delivers a monologue while the reflection of rain outside a window looks like tears streaming down his face. FTP, name this man who won two of his three Oscars for Sam Mendes films, Road to Perdition and American Beauty, and also memorably lensed 1967’s In Cold Blood.

ANSWER: Conrad L. Hall (do not accept “Conrad W. Hall”)
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Two of the most famous films of this movement are Blood of the Condor and Death of a Bureaucrat. Its manifesto, published in the OSPAAAL journal Tricontinental, begins with the Frantz Fanon quote, “we must discuss, we must invent.…” Rejecting the “cinema of mystification or anti-historicism,” it was founded by two members of the Grupo Cine Liberación, Fernando Solanas and Octavio Getino. FTP, name this Marxist-influenced Latin American film movement whose name derives from its positioning as an alternative to both the bourgeois studio system and individualist auteur filmmaking.

ANSWER: Third Cinema or Tercer Cine
Originally named Daniel Robitaille, he was hired to paint a portrait of Caroline, the daughter of a wealthy landowner. After their relationship resulted in Caroline’s pregnancy, he was killed by a mob; a comment made by a young boy at the lynching resulted in the name he is known by. Caroline McKeever, Annie Tarrant, and Helen Lyle have been menaced by him in three movies, the first two of which were scored by Philip Glass. First appearing in the short story “The Forbidden” by Clive Barker, this is, FTP, what Tony Todd-portrayed slasher-film antagonist, who was killed by bees and who can be summoned by saying his name five times?

ANSWER: Candyman
The last performance of celebrated actress Setsuko Hara was in a 1962 film of this story. A 1963 adaptation in which all the characters are dogs was Hayao Miyazaki’s first credit as an animator, while Chiezo Kataoka starred in versions made in 1928, 1934, 1938, 1959, and 1963, the latter transplanted to the yakuza genre. It was first filmed in 1907, and a 1910 recording of Onoe Matsunosuke’s kabuki production is the oldest surviving Japanese film. The famed 1941 version, directed by Kenji Mizoguchi, starred Yoshizaburo Arashi as the villainous Lord Asano and Chojuro Kawarasaki as alcoholism-feigning hero Oishi. Based on actual 18th-century events, this is, FTP, what samurai tale of revenge and loyalty climaxing with a mass suicide?

ANSWER: Chushingura or The 47 Ronin (prompt on related answers)

A writer gets trapped in a cup of tea. A woodcutter stranded during a blizzard meets the terrifyingly beautiful snow spirit Yuki-onna. Just as in Ugetsu, a man who unwisely divorces his faithful wife returns to her years later, only to discover that she is now a ghost. In the third and longest installment, a blind biwa player who performs The Tale of the Heike at the grave of the emperor Antoku is protected by having a Buddhist sutra painted on his body, but the neglect of one set of organs leads to his new name: “Hoichi the Earless.” Based on four tales collected by Greek-born Irishman Lafcadio Hearn, this is, FTP, what 1964 Masaki Kobayashi-directed Japanese horror classic?

ANSWER: Kwaidan (or Kaidan)
This man’s last onscreen role was opposite Harold Pinter and Rebecca Pidgeon in the David Mamet short film Catastrophe. Ironically for a man known for his voice, two of his final parts were silent cameos, in Elizabeth and the Branagh Hamlet. Oscar-nominated as French King Louis VII in Becket, he gave rare lead performances in Alfred Hitchcock’s Secret Agent, Peter Greenaway’s Prospero’s Books, and Alain Resnais’ Providence. His one-man show Ages of Man won a Grammy, a Tony, and an Emmy, and he won an Oscar for portraying Hobson, the protective butler of a millionaire drunk played by Dudley Moore in Arthur. FTP, name this legendary stage star who is usually paired with Laurence Olivier as the two best classically-trained Shakespearean actors of the 20th century.

ANSWER: John Gielgud
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Pat Sajak has a small role as an anchorman in this film, and another game show host, Art Fleming, plays himself. At one point, someone asks for a “little breather,” then turns around to see Hervé Villechaize. Jack Jones and Sonny Bono also have cameos, while Rip Torn does a Ronald Reagan impression. Among the many Canadian cast members are Raymond Burr and John Vernon; this is probably due to Canadian TV star Ken Finkleman being the writer-director. Featuring confusion between Oveur, Unger, and Dunn and the line “I don’t think I’ll ever get over Macho Grande,” this is, FTP, what 1982 comedy starring William Shatner as Buck Murdock, the sequel to a 1980 Robert Hays and Julie Hagerty-starring disaster spoof made by the Zucker/Abrahams/Zucker team?

ANSWER: Airplane II: The Sequel
Praised by Lester Bangs for its “lunar purity,” this movie featuring songs like “Choo Choo Ch’Boogie” and “Shook Out of Shape” was filmed on a $38,000 budget, which was apparently enough to get both Vilmos Zsigmond and László Kovács as cinematographers. Jerry takes his girlfriend Angie to the carnival, only for the stripper Carmelita to lure him backstage; her sister Estrella, a Gypsy fortune teller he had earlier scoffed at, then uses “Hallucinogenic Hypnovision” to turn him into a killer. Directed by Ray Dennis Steckler, who also stars under the name “Cash Flagg,” this is, FTP, what “world’s first monster musical,” a 1964 MST3K-worthy classic which may have 11 or 12 words in its title, depending on how you count “Mixed-Up”?

ANSWER: The Incredibly Strange Creatures Who Stopped Living and Became Mixed-Up Zombies
This character is mocked with a passage from Francis Bacon’s “On Truth,” and later quotes 1 Corinthians 13:13. He is energized by finding out that one woman’s first name is Clarissa, but the attentions of Susan cause him to fumble with his hat. He follows in the footsteps of his murdered father, a newspaper publisher, by printing a magazine called “Boys’ Stuff.” Another project, a proposed National Boys’ Camp, comes into conflict with his mentor’s plans for the Willet Creek Dam, leading to a poignant encounter with Saunders at the Lincoln Memorial that inspires him to shout, “Either I’m dead right or I’m crazy!” on the floor of Congress. FTP, name this naïve freshman senator played by James Stewart in a 1939 Frank Capra film that sees him go “to Washington.”

ANSWER: Jefferson Smith or “Mr. Smith”

This woman dueted on “You’re the One for Me” with Australian cricketer Brett Lee in 2006, and was the subject of a 1997 song declaring that “Everybody needs a bosom for a pillow” by the British band Cornershop. She also collaborated with Kronos Quartet on a 2005 tribute album to her husband, R. D. Burman. In the 1998 film Saaz, a fictionalized version of her was played by Shabana Azmi. After her first success opposite Mohammed Rafi in 1957’s Naya Daur, she transitioned to pop songs with 1966’s Teesri Manzil, featuring “Aaja Aaja,” and first performed serious ghazals in 1981’s Umrao Jaan. FTP, name this legendary Bollywood playback singer who has competed for the title of “world’s most prolific recording artist” with her elder sister, Lata Mangeshkar.

ANSWER: Asha Bhosle

This narrator of Phantom of the Paradise and author of the screenplays Assault on the Queen and Patterns played himself in The Man in the Funny Suit, a 1960 TV play starring Keenan Wynn and Ed Wynn as themselves in the story of how Ed, a vaudeville star, gained the courage to play a serious role as “Mountain” McClintock’s trainer. In one of his scripts, military honors are described as a “fruit salad” and it is suggested that they are for “neutrality, evasiveness, and fence-straddling.” Another ends with George Taylor screaming, “You maniacs! You blew it up! GOD DAMN YOU ALL TO HELL!!” FTP, name this 6-time Emmy winner and screenwriter of Seven Days in May and Planet of the Apes who is better known for the television series Night Gallery and The Twilight Zone.

ANSWER: Rod Serling
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Sidney Lumet directed this man as “Charles Dobbs,” a version of John le Carré’s hero George Smiley, in 1966’s The Deadly Affair, and he was twice cast as Erwin Rommel. Among his great performances that remain unavailable on DVD are those as a spying valet in 5 Fingers, the tyrannical guardian of a pianist in The Seventh Veil, and a drug-abusing schoolteacher who yells, “God was WRONG!” in Bigger Than Life. Oscar-nominated as a millionaire who marries a plain-Jane in Georgy Girl and a lawyer described as “the prince of fucking darkness” in The Verdict, he is better known for portraying an alcoholic movie star who drowns himself, the captain of a proto-nuclear submarine, and a professor who lusts after a teenage girl. FTP, name this man who played Norman Maine, Captain Nemo, and Humbert Humbert in, respectively, A Star Is Born, 20000 Leagues Under the Sea, and Lolita.

ANSWER: James Mason
Debuting in 1958’s Nowhere to Go, this woman became the only actress to win an Academy Award for portraying an Academy Award winner. In one film, she was memorably pissed off by Diana Rigg singing “You’re the Top,” while another saw her reluctantly encourage the musical talents of Delores Van Cartier. Her performance as an egocentric teacher who idiotically embraces Fascism, leading to the death of one of her students and an act of betrayal by another, won a 1969 Best Actress Oscar. She earned her first Oscar nomination for playing Desdemona opposite Laurence Olivier’s Othello; other nominated roles include a cloying chaperone to a young woman in Florence and a snotty matron who tells a movie producer that she isn’t going to see his film. FTP, name this star of A Room with a View and Gosford Park who is today known as Harry Potter’s Minerva McGonagall.

ANSWER: Maggie Smith
One woman with this name is an actress who got a 1983 Tony nomination for Passion and was a regular on Chicago Hope. The more famous possessor, a character inspired by Beulah Annan, was played by Phyllis Haver in a 1927 silent film based on a Maurine Dallas Watkins play. Gingers Rogers portrayed her as a misguided naïf in a 1942 romantic comedy, but in her most famous incarnation she kills Fred Casely, fakes a pregnancy, performs “Funny Honey” and “Nowadays,” and turns her husband Amos into “Mr. Cellophane.” FTP, name this woman who is good to Mama Morton, gets defended by Billy Flynn, and partners with Velma Kelly, the murderess played by Renée Zellweger in the 2002 film Chicago.

ANSWER: Roxie (or Roxanne) Hart (accept either first or last name)

Dom DeLuise has a wrenching cameo in this movie as a computer technician. It begins with Warren Black dreaming about a bullfight, and at the end he understands his dream, saying, “The matador … it’s me.” Colonel Cascio shouts “I’m smarter than you!” after hitting General Bogan on the head. Professor Groteschele, first seen slapping a hot woman, is the only advisor to recommend a full-scale assault. Major characters such as Marshal Nevsky and the Soviet Premier never appear onscreen; the latter’s words are heard only through a translator played by Larry Hagman. Ending with a disturbing countdown, this is, FTP, what 1964 Sidney Lumet film starring Henry Fonda as the US President, that, sadly, is often remembered today only as the serious version of Dr. Strangelove?

ANSWER: Fail-Safe

The main theme from this movie became the Liza Minnelli song “It Was a Good Time.” An entire town was built from scratch on Dingle Peninsula in order to withstand the storm that figures in the biggest scene. Like Hiroshima, Mon Amour, it shows a woman’s head being shaved as punishment for a liaison with an enemy soldier; that woman, Rosy, is married to Charles Shaughnessy but has an affair with Major Doryan, who subsequently commits suicide using IRA explosives. Like the director’s two previous films, it had Freddie Young cinematography, Maurice Jarre music, and a Robert Bolt screenplay; unlike them, it got poor reviews, and so the director did not make another movie until 1984’s A Passage to India. Starring Sarah Miles, Robert Mitchum, Trevor Howard, and Leo McKern and featuring an Oscar-winning performance by John Mills, this is, FTP, what 1970 David Lean film?

ANSWER: Ryan’s Daughter
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The protagonist of this film dubs Joan Crawford’s lines in Johnny Guitar and portrays the mother of a serial killer in commercials for laundry detergent. Prominent supporting characters include a Jehovah’s Witness and a mambo-loving taxi driver. At the climax, the heroine foils a hijacking plot by Shiite terrorists and saves Iván’s life by hitting Lucía with a luggage cart; she then returns home to an apartment filled with people passed out from drinking spiked gazpacho. Featuring a young Antonio Banderas as Carlos and starring Carmen Maura as Pepa, this is, FTP, what wacky 1988 Spanish comedy that was the breakthrough film for director Pedro Almodóvar?

ANS: Women on the Verge of a Nervous Breakdown (or Mujeres al borde de un ataque de nervios)

Waldon O. Watson, Richard J. Stumpf, and Robert J. Leonard won an Oscar for this invention, which, according to Wikipedia, “generated a pseudorandom noise between 5 and 40 Hertz at pressures of 110-120 decibels.” The last film to use it was the theatrical version of “Saga of a Star World,” the Battlestar Galactica pilot, and it was also employed by Midway and Rollercoaster. Exhibitors complained about the impossibility of showing other movies at the same time as films made with this system, but the greater concern was that it knocked plaster from the ceilings of many theaters, thus making the experience a bit too real. FTP, name this literally ground-breaking sonic technique that was first heard in the 1974 film Earthquake.

ANS: Sensurround
Two sequences cut from this film were titled “The Dreadful Business of the Naked Honeymooners” and “The Curious Case of the Upside Down Room.” Like Olivier’s Hamlet, it features Stanley Holloway as a gravedigger. In one scene, the main character implies that he and his best friend are a gay couple, leading several male ballet dancers to flirt with that friend. At the end, Queen Victoria orders the destruction of a submarine and Gabrielle Valladon is exposed as a German spy, while the depressed protagonist comforts himself with a Stradivarius violin and a 7% solution of cocaine. Featuring Christopher Lee as Mycroft, Colin Blakely as Dr. Watson, and Robert Stephens as the titular sleuth, this is, FTP, what 1970 Billy Wilder mystery?

ANSWER: The Private Life of Sherlock Holmes
She is the granddaughter of “the incomparable Bessie Denker.” Her last name reflects creator William March’s interest in graphology and foreshadows her obsession with a penmanship medal. Monica Breedlove foolishly protects her, while Eileen Heckart won a Golden Globe as the mother of Claude Daigle, who, like the creepy janitor Leroy, is one of her victims. The film in which she appears sticks very closely to the Maxwell Anderson play it is based on, even ending with a literal curtain call in which she gets spanked; the major difference is a Production Code-imposed coda which sees her felled by a random bolt of lightning. Patty McCormack was Oscar-nominated for portraying, FTP, what title character of a stagy 1956 thriller about a girl who seems to have been born evil?

ANSWER: Rhoda Penmark (accept first or last name) or The Bad Seed
Several guest stars, including James Spader and Helen Hunt, appear in this movie as newscasters. In the final scene, Terry Manchester visits the Jefferson Memorial after learning about the death of Bugs Raplin. Based on a Saturday Night Live sketch that aired on December 13, 1986, it contains many references to Bob Dylan, including a music video spoofing “Subterranean Homesick Blues” and a song titled “Times Are Changin’ Back.” With the help of a creepy advisor played by Alan Rickman and charming words of wisdom like, “Don’t do crack – it’s a ghetto drug,” the title character defeats a liberal senator played by Gore Vidal. FTP, name this 1992 satire about an unscrupulous folk-singing politician, a mockumentary directed by and starring Tim Robbins.

ANSWER: Bob Roberts
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This man’s films can be purchased through his website, Zipporah.com, but they are far from commercial: 1989’s Near Death is 6 hours long, and his most recent movie chronicles the Idaho state legislature. His films tend to have short and direct titles describing exactly what they are about; examples include 1985’s Racetrack, 1989’s Central Park, and 1995’s Ballet. His 1967 debut feature dealt with a Massachusetts mental hospital and was banned from public exhibition until 1991. FTP, name this director of Titicut Follies and pioneer of “direct cinema” best known for two documentaries that made it onto the National Film Registry: 1968’s High School and 1970’s Hospital.

ANSWER: Frederick Wiseman
The English-language version of this film is narrated by Alexandra Stewart, via a series of letters from the fictional cameraman Sandor Krasna, and opens with a quote from T.S. Eliot’s Ash Wednesday. The first image shows three children in Iceland in 1965; other topics include emus in the Île de France, a revolution in Guinea-Bissau, Sei Shonagon’s Pillow Book, and a singing JFK mannequin in a Tokyo department store. Andrei Tarkovsky’s Stalker is the source of the name given to Hayao Yamaneko’s imagery, “the zone,” while San Francisco-based scenes pay homage to Hitchcock’s Vertigo – also referenced in the director’s earlier La Jetée – and the title itself derives from a Modest Mussorgsky song cycle. FTP, name this 1983 cine-essay by French filmmaker Chris Marker.

ANSWER: Sans Soleil (or Sunless)

When asked what he does best, this character responds, “I can’t do that here. That’s why they put me away!” He later exclaims, “One and one’s two, two and two’s four, I feel so bad ‘cause I’m losin’ the war!” His most famous song, written by Herb Hartig and Norman Blagman, complains about his unappreciative landlord, his encounter with a violent policeman, and the fact that his girlfriend is in a garbage can, before climaxing with the proclamations “Hey world, YOU STINK!” and “If everybody in the world today had a flower instead of a gun, there would be no wars! There would be one big smell-in!” Portrayed by Dick Shawn, this is, FTP, what hippy-dippy thespian who is cast as the title character of “Springtime for Hitler” in Mel Brooks’ 1968 comedy The Producers?

ANSWER: Lorenzo St. DuBois (accept either first or last name) or L. S. D.
This man first gained notice portraying the Arab houseboy Bachir in a stage adaptation of André Gide’s The Immoralist. He had just one line – “That guy’s a professional!” – playing a boxing trainer in the Dean Martin-Jerry Lewis comedy Sailors Beware. A more prominent role saw him as the rival of Bick Benedict. His two most famous characters have last names that are anagrams of each other; one of those characters struggles against his father Adam and discovers that his mother runs a brothel, while the other fails to save Plato from the police and shouts “YOU’RE TEARING ME APART!” at his parents. FTP, name this twice-posthumously Oscar-nominated actor who starred in Giant, East of Eden, and Rebel Without a Cause.

ANSWER: James Dean
This man stated that, “The turn to photography is the ‘go-for-broke game’ of history.” His much-cited essay “The Hotel Lobby” appears in his book critiquing the detective novel as the triumph of empty capitalist rationalism, or ratio, in modern life. He described white-collar workers in 1930’s The Salaried Masses and wrote about the machinelike performances of the Tiller Girls in 1927’s The Mass Ornament. A famous 1960 work of film theory by him celebrates the indexical nature of cinema and coined the phrase “the redemption of physical reality.” FTP, name this thinker who may be best known for linking German Expressionism to the rise of Weimar-era Nazism in 1947’s From Caligari to Hitler.

ANSWER: Siegfried Kracauer
